Dickie Jaynes made the motion to transfer the Fort Bend County



Child Safety fee of $1447.69 into the Tex Pool Playground account. 



Tece Stark made the second and the motion carried by a unanimous vote.

Council to discuss and take action on the retopping of Band Road 


with 8 loads of asphalt at a cost of $4500.00 and to repair the bad area 

at the intersection of Georgetown and Ustynik Road with 14 tons of 


asphalt at a cost of $1751.40 as per Fort Bend County.



Mayor Krenek spoke with Commissioner Morrison about the 



repairs on Band Road because other citizens besides Pleak residents use



Band Road.  Commissioner Morrison spoke with Marc Grant and they 



agreed with Mayor Krenek about the usage.  They in turn asked Mayor



Krenek what she thought was fair and she told them that the Village of 



Pleak could pay half of the materials on Band Road and all of the



materials on Ustynik Road.  Commissioner Morrison said that if the



Village of Pleak approves this, then he will present it to the 




commissioner’s court.  Tece Stark made the motion to accept the proposal



from the county on half of the materials on Band Road and all of the



material on Ustynik Road.  Larry Bittner made the second and the motion



carried by a unanimous vote.

Council to discuss and take action on allowing Ruth Elster, City 


Secretary to become a notary.



Tece Stark made the motion to allow Ruth Elster, City Secretary



to become a notary and the Village of Pleak will pay the notary fees.


Dickie Jaynes made the second and the motion carried by a unanimous 


vote.

Council to discuss and take action on amending the mobile home 


ordinance to permit replacement of manufactured homes provided 


that the manufactured home being replaced has been occupied 



continuously as a residential dwelling, and that such replacement is 


made within six months of the date the manufactured home being 


replaced has been removed, damaged or destroyed.



There was a lot of discussion on this matter.  Mr. Gonzalez has 


bought a mobile home and placed it on a lot that did not have the older



mobile home.  The council has requested that the old mobile home be 



completely removed and place the new mobile home on the existing lot.



Tece Stark made the motion to approve Ordinance 09-66 with the new



language to read that mobile home replacement with a newer 



manufactured home to be within 5 years from the current year of being 


replaced.  Larry Bittner made the second and the motion carried by a 


unanimous vote.

Council to discuss and take action on the landscaping bid by Juan 


Mendez to install new plants on side of building, remove 2 trees and 


replace with roses, trim hedges and mulch all beds for $600.00



Dickie Jaynes made the motion to accept the landscaping bid



by Juan Mendez for $600.00 and the Village of Pleak to purchase the new


plants.  Tece Stark made the second and the motion carried by a 



unanimous vote.
