The Pleak Comprehensive Plan will study and make 
recommendations on the need for water and sanitary sewer, drainage, transportation, housing, recreation and public facilities in the Village of Pleak.  The purpose of the meeting is to present the objectives for the Comprehensive Plan and to receive comments from the public



relevant to the Comprehensive Plan.



Mayor Krenek stated that this meeting was being held so the 



council and engineers could take note of the community’s priorities and 



concerns.  The Village received a Community Development Block Grant


from the Fort Bend County Economic Development Council to work on a



comprehensive plan for the future which is the focus of this meeting. 


Mayor Krenek turned the meeting over to the representatives of Edminster



Hinshaw, Russ and Associates who have been hired to collect the data 



needed to work on a comprehensive plan.  Rudy Saucedo, department



manager, started the presentation and then turned it over to Chris Browne, 



land planning and development services manger.  Chris Browne said the



comprehensive plan will mirror only what the residents want and our goal



is not to tell the residents what they want.  It is a book that will help 



develop this community for the future.  Residents voiced their opinions 



dramatically.  They participated in an exercise in which they chose their 


top three priorities out of 10 choices:  no taxes, flood protection, water and 



sewer services, police, fire, EMS, commercial and general retail, street



lighting, recreation areas and protecting the community’s heritage.  The



importance of this exercise is to find out where the engineers should start



focusing their research.  Mr. Browne said this meeting was about opinions,



not decisions, and to let the engineers know what the “flavor of the 



village” is.  After receiving substantial residential feedback, Browne said



it will be added to all other survey data so they can start building the



comprehensive plan, which will take about four months to complete.
