Lora Lenzsch, city attorney thinks we do not have everything


associated with a liquor license from Steven Rangel DBA Happy Hour.  


The Village of Pleak should get copies of their license and check on how



much they paid in state fees.  Also, Al Warnasch mentioned that they are 


not following the Village of Pleak sign ordinance.  Dickie Jaynes asked if



they had been inspected by the Fire Marshall on capacity and fire codes.  



Mayor Krenek tabled this agenda item until next month to check on all of



the above matters.

Council to discuss memo from City Attorney, Lora Lenzsch on 


Jurisdiction of Justice of Peace Courts.



Lora Lenzsch verified the memo that she sent to Village of Pleak




Council.  The Justice of Peace Court does not have jurisdiction over 



violations of municipal ordinances.  They must be filed in a city’s



municipal court.  A copy of the memo is filed with the Village of 



Pleak city records.

Mayor Krenek to inform the council on the information she has 


received on joining with the City of Rosenberg on a POD in the event 


one is needed for an emergency.



Mayor Krenek explained to the council that the City of Rosenberg



has invited the Village of Pleak to join in with them on a POD in the


event one is needed for an emergency.  It will be located at the Civic


Center.

10.
Council to discuss and take action on increasing the hall rental fee 


and approve new hall rental rules.



The hall rental contract was revised to increase the rental fee from



$75.00 to $80.00 for the first hour and from $5.00 to $10.00 for each



additional hour.  Also added a rule not allowing any outside entertainment



equipment such as BBQ pits, air bounces, water slides, etc. to be placed 


on Village of Pleak property during a rental.  There was some 



disagreement on the BBQ pits because of Fire Department fundraisers 


using them.  Lora Lenzsch, city attorney told the council that the fire



department is not renting the hall, they are a part of Pleak. Dickie Jaynes



made the motion to accept the revised hall rental contract with the new



rental fees and the new rule not allowing the outside entertainment



equipment on Village of Pleak property.  Michael John made the second



and the motion carried by the majority of the vote.  James Goates 



abstained from voting.
