They had 1 carbon monoxide detector activation, 8 grass fires, 23 


medical calls, 1 mulch fire, 4 motor vehicle accidents, 1 smoke scare, 1 


structure fire and 9 trash fires.  Total calls for this period is 21 ETJ calls, 


17 village calls and 12 mutual aid calls.  The number of calls for the year 


is 164, and this time last year it was 112 calls,
