Monthly report from the Fire Department.




Robert Schulte, Assistance Fire Chief was present to give the 


monthly report.  The report is from January 1, 2011 through May 18, 


2011.  There was 8 motor vehicle accidents, 41 medical calls, 5 structural 


fires, 17 grass fires, 8 trash fires, 3 other fires and 1 other call, a total of 83 

calls.  That was 21 Village calls, 42 ETJ calls, and 17 mutual aid calls.  


Total calls this time last year was only 60.  He also announced that we are 


under a Burn Ban.

Albert Cantu to discuss with the council the enforcement of Village of 


Pleak Ordinances.



Albert Cantu has been with the City of Richmond as an inspector 


and arson investigations for 10 years and works part time with the City of 


Needville as an inspector for 5 years.
   He proceeded with how he could 


work for us also on a part time basis on enforcing our ordinances. Lora 


Lenzsch, City Attorney made a suggestion for contacting him on 



complaints by emailing him the information.  The complaints should be 


through one person such as the City Secretary.  Persistence and staying on 


top of the violations is major in getting the job done.  Reports on the 


complaints would be available on a monthly basis.
The complainant 


should give a full description of the violation so it can be given to Mr. 


Cantu.   Mr. Cantu said he would probably charge $50.00 an hour with a 


minimum of $100.00 per month.  Starting off will be more educational 


than anything to get the people to know about the ordinances that are in 


effect.  He would issue a violation and would give the violator from 15 to 


30 days to comply.  If hired, Mr. Cantu will have the authority to pull up 


small signs that are out of compliance.  Documentation is most important 


in the complaint process. Full cooperation from everyone is very 



important.  It will be very bumpy in the beginning but he feels it will 


work.  Another thing mentioned is that he needs to wear some type of 


uniform identifying him as an officer of the Village of Pleak.  Another 


thing was a vehicle.  Many things will have to be worked.

Canvass votes for the Village of Pleak General Election held on May 


14, 2011.



Mayor Margie Krenek read the official canvass processed by the 



Fort Bend County Election Administrator, John Oldham.  A total of 27 


people voted.  There were 15 voters in early voting and 12 voters on May 


14, 2011.  Brenda Jaynes received 23 votes, Wade A. Goates 26 votes and 


Michael John 23 votes.  The proposition for the reauthorization of the 


local sales and use tax in the Village of Pleak at the rate of .25% to 


continue providing revenue for maintenance and repair of municipal 


streets received 27 votes for and none against.   Resolution No. 11-82 was 


passed and adopted on this 18th Day of May, 2011 canvassing the returns 


of the General Election held on May 14, 2011.
